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Proverbs 22:6 “Train a child in the way he should go, and when he is old he will not turn from it.”

1 Corinthians: 23-24,31 “Everything is permissible but not everything is beneficial. Everything is permissible, but not
everything is constructive. Nobody should seek his own good, but the good of others. So whether you eat or drink or
whatever you do, do it all to the glory of God.”
